Mark Tripp: Farming and

working farms are part of the

character of this area. Both

have to be protected as best
as possible. As it relates to develop-
ment in both residential and commer-
cial, there are several areas that are im-
portant to note. First, this is why proper
development at Quonset is so very, very
vital to the well being and the future of
this town. This is a large area where
development can take place and not in-
trude on the character of the rest of the
town. If done properly, this is a win-
ning situation for the town and the peo-
ple in it. That being said, lets turn to
residential development. Any residen-
tial development has to be closely mon-
itored. We have to make sure those
services such as water, public safety,
schools, and roads are up to the task of
the added burden. At this time | do not
believe that they are. Also, as stated
before, we should not allow any new
development to change the character of
the town in a negative manner.

Ed Cooney: | am in favor

of preserving the rural farming

character of NK.I do not feel

the potential of QDC is being
developed as quickly as | would like
to see. Ideally, the incremental tax

Steve Campo:Thomas Jeffer-
son believed that farms were
the main stay of a sound econ-
omy and social order. In his
vision the farm would form the basic
unit around which a democracy would
be organized. | couldn't agree more.
And like Thomas Jefferson, | too have
a heartfelt affection for the land itself.
I am strongly in favor of preserving
and protecting our farmland. Just think

where we wouldn't be if we didn't put
sweat and equity into our farmland. We
are a self-suf cient country and just
imagine what life would be like without
farmers and with a great dependency on
foreign import.

Preserving our farmlands here in
North Kingstwon is in keeping with the
history of our town. There was a time
when there were many more farms in
town. We need to preserve the work-
ing farms that still exist. And besides
there is nothing like farm fresh fruits
and vegetables.

There is no doubt that we need to
expand our commercial tax base in
order to stabilize local property tax.
North Kingstown is uniquely fortunate
to have a tremendous economic oppor-
tunity just waiting to happen, namely
Quonset Point. For this reason and
this reason only there is no necessity to
develop other large tracts of land cur-
rently in North Kingstown.

Our neighboring communitites have
not been as fortunate. Approximately
twenty years ago, Route 2 was a nice
road to drive down. It was a scenic
drive with many old large pine trees.
Warwick needed to develop Route 2,
however, to expand its commercial
base.

Ted Whittaker: Open space
must be preserved for future
generations to enjoy. Preserva-
tion of farms, as long as they are
productive and producing farms should
be preserved. | also believe that some
parcels of land should be available for
municipal use if needed such as re sta-
tions, police stations, schools, a town
well, or a town recreational use.
| believe the rate of both residential
and commercial development in town
must go hand in hand. When houses
are built usually children are enrolled in

of services and expenses. We need to
be more business friendly because the
taxes we gain from businesses help off-
set the costs charged to the taxpayers.
We must reach a common denomina-
tor of residential and commercial de-
velopment in our town so that we ben-
et from the tax burden spread to both
areas.

Bill Gilbert: Preserving farm-
land and open space in North
Kingstown achieves several
things. It protects the rural look
and feel of our town. It also can re-
duce pressures on our budget and our
schools. Currently, each new home
constructed in NK pays approximately
$3,800 in property taxes. For each
of those new homes, the school de-
partment must educate 1.5 children at
a cost of $10,800 per child per year
(a total cost of $16,600 per home per
year). This means for each new home
constructed, the town goes backwards
$12,800. Reducing and controlling de-
velopment by preserving open space
can be a good deal for the town, de-
pending on the cost of the land pre-
served. For example, in 2000, the town
acquired the development rights to 380
acres of land in Slocum for $4 mil-
lion. This prevented construction of
185 homes and reduced pressure on
the schools by avoiding enrollment of
278 new students. And it preserved the
rural character of that area — this was
a good deal. The more recent, 2005
purchase of 8 house lots in Fletcher
Meadow Estates for $2 million was
a bad deal by comparison. It only
saved enrollment of 16 new students;
it will take 17 years to break even on
the investment, based on the cost of
educating those new students. Preserv-

What does the Post Road corridor rehabilitation project involve anddo you support it? Would you support
undergrounding the electric utilities as part of that project? (Richard L. Pastore)

Ed Cooney: The Post Road cor-
ridor plan addresses a plan for
the parts of Post Road from
the East Greenwich town line to
just south of Stony Lane. The plan sets
a vision for the future of the corridor
in terms of design, land use and trans-
portation improvements meeded to im-
plement the vision. It also explores
the potential for the Post Road corri-
dor to be a growth center for North
Kingstown. Itis very well done and the
planning department should be comple-
mented for it.
| have strongly advocated that the
plan incorporate a logical and planned
identi catiion to where access to the
Quonset sewer authority makes sense
and would be preferred. This avoids
the one-off type of approvals the coun-
cil has been asked to support.
| believe undergrounding the electric
utilities would add to the attractiveness
of this plan. As in all matters, we
need to be certain the cost versus value
proposition is appropriate.

Steve Campo:The Post Road
corridor rehabilitation project
involves installing an island
with planted trees in the middle
of Post Road. | support the concept of
beautifying Post Road. But the prob-
lem with the plan, however, is that there
is not enough room to install an is-
land on Post Road without taking away
property from current small business
owners. The taking of property from
these business owners would eliminate,
in many cases, their front parking since
many of the buildings were built close
to the road. This would be detrimental
to many of the property owners. In the-
ory this plan is good. But sometimes
theory and practice are different. The
plan is "pie in the sky” and not appro-
priate. As an experienced landscaper, |
can not help but think it would be more
practical to plant trees in front of the
businesses on both sides of Post Road.
In my twenty years of experience in

performing many large landscape beau-
ti cation projects, | can tell you that the
place to plant a tree line in the mid-
dle of the road would have been prac-
tical, beautiful and on the money had it
been planted in the center island of the
long road going through Jamestown be-
tween the two bridges. Had this been
done, it would have been a home run
just like the area in lower Manhattan
that was revitalized by Donald Trump
by placing beautiful trees and owers
in the center island.

Yes, | would support undergrounding
the electric utilities as part of the beau-
ti cation project.

Ted Whittaker: The Post Road

corridor has been a long time

coming. This would enhance

our commercial properties and
increase our property values along Post
Road and the North end. This section
of town has needed improvement for a
long time. Underground electric utili-
ties should be considered not only for
the Post Road corridor but for all de-
velopments.

If the Post Road corridor is ap-
proached in a manner that does not dis-
rupt businesses located along the corri-
dor and the impact to our community
abutting Post Road is held to a mini-
mum this could be a win, win for ev-
eryone.

As a Town Council member, | will
look to use the tools of the planning de-
partment and the Zoning Enabling Act
to ensure that all new residential and
commercial developments include in-
terconnections between or to existing
neighborhoods as part of their currently
required Open Space Plan.

The NK Planning department has
been working on a Bike Path plan for
years now with mixed results and re-
actions. Most of the negative feedback
comes from those residents whose
property would abut the path. With-
out question, those residents should
be concerned with light, noise and
decreased privacy. These are legit-
imate concerns that need to be ad-
dressed when and if we are ever able
to construct paths in already devel-
oped areas. The planning staff has
recently completed a feasibility study
for a segment of a bike path that would
lead from Town Hall on Boston Neck
Road to the Quonset area at Newcomb
Road. This study can be found at
http://www.northkingstown.

asp. Federal funding is available for
bike paths; we should pursue those
funds vigorously.

Anthony Miccolis: | have been
supportive of intermodal trans-
portation throughout our town.
The South County bike path is
just one of the jewels in our immedi-
ate vicinity. Soon, we will have a bike
path that will complement the Quon-
set Business Park. However, the one
area | am concerned about is how and
if the path would traverse through areas
of private property. We must strike a
delicate balance between protecting the
rights of individual homeowners, and
at the same time providing important
recreational opportunities for our resi-
dents, which contribute to our wonder-
ful quality of life.

Following the
Council's study on this matter we rec-
ommended that DOT begin work on a
bike path that will be co-terminus with
Post Road. A path that is separated
from the roadway might seem safer at
rst glance but, as we've learned in
Ryan Park, facilities that are out of
sight of the mainstream of or town's
comings and goings are subject to
abuse and dif cult to police. A separate
bike path would also carry cost premi-
ums and would take much longer to put
in place.

I would be willing to back a bike
path, in fact | have backed the one that
is currently being scheduled for con-
struction.

A natural next step, in my opinion,
would be to consider a closed course
bike path located in a town park or next
to athletic elds. The objective here
would be to create a safe environment
for bicycle training and skills develop-
ment. Such a facility would help our
young bicyclists prepare and get ready
to join the traf ¢ on the main paths.

Shelagh McGowan: Yes, par-
ticularly if focused on the Post
Road corridor.

Erin Carroll:  Open space,
parkland, and bicycle paths are
all quality of life enhancements
that, as a general matter, |
strongly support. A bike path would
surely be a well-traveled and much-
appreciated addition to our town. How-
ever, the location and cost of a bike path
must be considered when determining
whether such a project would be feasi-
ble. As a member of the Town Council,
I will approach a comprehensive plan

for a bike path fairly and will consider
both the aesthetic and athletic bene ts,
as well as the cost to the town.

John Patterson: If a bike path

Quonset. The State has had some suc-
cess bringing in businesses to this area,

but the majority are relocations, com-
panies that were already in the state.
This method of development creates no
new jobs.

With our town zoned approximately
82% residential and 18% commercial,
homeowners take the brunt of our bud-
get decisions. We must shift our tax
burden to commercial properties to en-
sure long-term economic vitality and to
guarantee that we do not tax our seniors
out of their homes. We must develop
Quonset intelligently and now.

The Quonset Master Plan allows for

Davisville Industrial Park has

long been designated by fed-

eral, state, and local planning
documents for mixed commercial and
industrial use. As a result of this co-
ordinated plan town government en-
joys the support of the Rhode Island
EDC/QDC in the development pro-
cess. Although that support has not
always been enjoyable, it can be said
that both parties understand that the
other brings important capabilities to
the process. At this moment | believe
that the Town/QDC relationship is im-
proving with the inevitable result that
the build out at Quonset will go more
and more smoothly from here on in.
Since much has gone into getting the
plan to this point, | approve of working
the plan we have and | disapprove of
modifying it, especially to add large re-
tail spaces aimed not at Quonset work-
ers but rather at NK residents and those
from around the state.

The main environmental concern
from this development would be excess
nitrogen emissions into the bay. That
issue will be largely resolved by the use
of the existing sewage treatment plant
on the property.

Dorman Hayes: In 1973,
when the Quonset Naval Base
was surplused, the Conserva-
tion Law Foundation and sev-
eral other groups went into Federal
Court with the State. The result of
this was a Settlement Agreement, a
Review Agreement and other Pdrotec-
tive Controls mandating how devel-
opment would take place at Quonset
Point. This candate has copies of those

agreements and believes they should be

enforced.

Mark Tripp: This is a great
question. Quonset Point, and
its proper development, is go-
ing to be the savior of this town
if, and only if, it is done in a reasonable
and responsible manner. It has the po-
tential of bringing this town a nancial
base that will serve the people and this
town for years to come.

Bill Gilbert: Sustainable de-

sign philosophy places empha-

sis on decisions at each phase

of the design process that will
reduce negative impacts on the envi-
ronment and the health of the occu-
pants, without compromising the bot-
tom line. Sustainable building practices
improve building performance. The
basic objectives of sustainability are
to reduce the use and consumption of
non-renewable resources such as wood,
minimize waste, and create healthy,
productive environments.

These impacts can be seen in im-
provements that include design, con-
struction, operation and decommis-
sioning. Some of the aspects of sustain-
able principles include ways to:

optimize site potential;

minimize non-renewable energy
consumption;
use environmentally preferable

products;
protect and conserve water;
enhance indoor environmental qual-
ity; and
optimize operational and mainte-
nance practices.

This
is a signi cant hurdle to initiate a recall.
If elected, | will introduce the "simple
majority decides the election” change.
| would leave the number of signatures
to start a recall unchanged.

Ted Whittaker: The recall pro-

cedure introduced by the Town

Council makes it very dif cult

for a recall to happen. The re-
call should be fair and equitable and as
it stands now it is not. 40% of the elec-
torate turns out and a petition of 20%
of the electorate is not reasonable.

Bill Gilbert: | believe that a re-

call should be hard and rare.

Really, |1 wish they were un-

necessary. However the elec-
tors should have a tool that allows them
to correct a mistake before the damage
like we have seen is done.

The amendment that the Republicans
are presenting to the voters requires
voter turnout to be equal to or greater
than 40% of the average turnout of the

previous two general elections. This
means a person could collect 2500 sig-
natures on a petition to place a re-
call on the ballot. That 39.99 % of
voters get in their cars, drive to the
polls, cast a vote unanimously to re-
call an elected of cial and that recall
would fail due to lack of turnout even
though there were no votes in the neg-
ative. This proposition gives a stay-at-
home, non-participatory, apathetic per-
son more power in the electoral process
than the resident that actually partici-
pates. Absurd!

To compound an already lame
amendment, our town has never
achieved a 40 percent turnout of the
average of the previous two general
elections in any special or referendum
election, not even for the most recent,
highly contested school budget referen-
dum that resulted in keeping Wickford
Elementary School closed.

Recalls of elected of cials should be
hard and rare. | don't think they should
be impossible. If the voters pass this
version, as a Town Councilman | will
see that this is re-addressed.

Anthony Miccolis: | believe

that the greatest recall provi-

sion that our democracy has

is at the ballot box every two
years. Unfortunately, | think we were
brought to the issue of recall because
of frustration with a broken down sys-
tem in the school department and that is
unfortunate. Nevertheless, | certainly
understand the need to have tools in
the toolbox to give citizens every op-
portunity to hold elected of cials ac-
countable. As elected of cials, we
are certainly always accountable to the
voters each day that we are in of-
ce. As Councilman Patterson has said
many times, any attempt for recalling
an elected of cial should be logical,
dif cult, and rare. | agree and think the
Charter Review Commission gave this
issue a great deal of thought and debate.
It came up with a logical and thoughtful
recommendation. | realize it did not go
as far as some would have liked. How-
ever, | believe it was a reasonable com-
promise. It will now be up to the voters
to make the nal decision.

Mark Zaccaria: The use of
video tape and our public access
cable channels to make pub-
lic meetings truly public should
de nitely be expanded to include all
worksessions as well as all regular
Town Council meetings. There will be
some small costs involved but | hope
we will regard them as insigni cant
when compared to the wider access we
will thereby grant to all constituents.

We should also move toward making
video taped records of public meetings
available through our Web Site. The
technology exists today. The only ob-
stacle to doing this immediately is one
of the corporate culture of town govern-
ment wherein such a service is resisted
solely because it is new.
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| wish all obstacles were this easy to
overcome. All that has to happen is
the Town Council needs to show a little
leadership.

Speci cally, if evidence of fraud
within a Department is brought to the Town Council, what action will you take to protect the students, employ-
ees, townspeople and their tax dollars? (Lynda Avanzato)

Mark Tripp: | have been wait-
ing and hoping for this ques-
tion. The majority members of
the council will tell you that
there are areas that they have no con-
trol over and that they are powerless to
act. This could not be further from the
truth. Section 305 of the Town Char-
ter gives the council the authority to in-
quire, including subpoena power, into
any and all nancial dealings and con-
duct of any and all departments, agen-
cies, or of cer. When evidence of fraud
is found, it has to be acted on imme-
diately, and the responsible person or
persons must be held responsible, ei-
ther criminally, if called for, or termi-
nated. This section was placed in the
charter for just this purpose and is a
safeguard for the town. As a member of
the council, I will not tolerate fraud, in-
competence, or lackluster performance.

Ted Whittaker: As a Town

Council member if any evi-

dence of fraud became apparent

to me | would notify my fellow
colleagues on the Town Council and
take immediate action by reporting it to
the proper authority whether it be lo-
cal police, state police, or the Attorney
General's of ce.

Bill Gilbert: If the Council be-
comes aware of any wrongdo-
ing by town departments or em-
ployees it is their duty to inves-
tigate. In fact, the town charter gives
the authority to the Town Council to
investigate all departments and to sub-
poena the information needed to facili-
tate those investigations. | will use ev-
ery tool at my disposal to investigate
allegations of wrongdoing. | will not
pass the buck to other state agencies nor
turn a blind eye to avoid the political
fray. The current Town Council should
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have intervened in matters of possible
wrongdoing. They should have held
other departments accountable. We
must also implement a whistleblower
protection policy to prevent retribu-
tion by those in power against the cit-
izens who come forward with impor-
tant information. The Town Council
should move rapidly with the forma-
tion of the audit committee that Coun-
cilmen Cooney suggested. Town Coun-
cil members must be the ultimate stew-
ards of all of our town affairs.

Mark Zaccaria: The question

presupposes Evidence of Fraud.

In such a case | would ob-

viously look on approvingly
while our Police Department did what
they are sworn to do.

The more dif cult questions we've
dealt with in the term now ending have
to do with questionable management
practices that might open the door to
fraud but which have not been abused
to date. As a member of the present
Council | have already begun to take
action against these more subtle (and
pervasive) problems. | have actively
supported the establishment of an Au-
dit Committee for the town and | have
voted for the Whistleblower Policies
that are being put in place in the mu-
nicipal HR Program.

The questioner wants to know about
the School Department, though. There
state law prevents the Council from or-
dering certain changes. In this case
| favor urging, leading, and facilitat-
ing the actions of the School Commit-
tee to make them the effective agent of
change they need to be in the areas of
their jurisdiction.

I look forward to a close working re-
lationship with the next School Com-
mittee wherein each of us recognizes
the other's sovereignty and listens to
the other's advice. Yes. The Coun-
cil will discharge its duties to audit the
entire budget and to monitor purchas-
ing activities related to those appropri-
ations. But NK will be better off when
the School Committee is better able to
stand and discharge its duties, too.

Anthony Miccolis: There have

been calls to “dig deeper” into

the nances of town govern-

ment, specically the school
department. These calls certainly have
not gone unheard. | applaud those who
take an active role in their government
and ask questions. This is all part
of the democratic process and without
question, the integrity of the town's -
nancial management is of paramount
importance to the Council. At some
point, however, we have to recognize
that nearly every local, state, and fed-
eral investigative agency has looked
into these issues of alleged school de-
partment fraud and none has ever found
any criminal activity.

What we have found though is that
there is a lack of policy guidelines
— especially on the school level —
which have led to some poor decision-
making. As such, at the recommenda-
tion of the Auditor General of the State
of Rhode Island, the Town Council is
moving forward aggressively to create
an Audit Committee, to develop ordi-
nances that would strengthen munici-
pal and school department purchasing
policies and procedures, and to imple-
ment protections for “whistleblowers.'
We must provide strict oversight to en-
sure that all funds are spent legally and
in a scally prudent manner. | am con-
dent that the Council has upheld those
principles and further, that the commu-
nity is ready to move forward.

John Patterson: While not

a lawyer, | would assume that

charges of fraud (a criminal

act as | understand it) that are
brought to any municipal or school
department of cial, the School Com-
mittee or the Town Council would
be brought to the appropriate author-
ities, be they at the local, state or
federal level. The Town Council is
putting in place a Whistleblower policy
which should protect from retribution
any individual who brings forth such
a charge. We would expect the new
School Committee to also adopt such a

policy.
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The per-pupil expenditure for the North Kingstown Schools is below he state average and the lowest

ne the jurisdictions of the two boards.
The rst Responsibility the Council
has to the Committee is to appropriate
funds for use in the annual School De-
partment Budget. While | have been a
member of the Town Council we have
always afforded the School Committee
an opportunity to meet with us before
the appropriation is voted so that we
can have their advice and council on the
appropriate amount. In the next budget
cycle | would hope to see the School
Committee take advantage of that op-
portunity so the two bodies can work
together to provide our town with the
best possible school system we can af-
ford.

That is not to minimize the impor-
tance of these contributions by the
town, nor to understate the pain caused
by their reductions.

100% of the income to run Police and

In recent budgets
we have been squeezed to the point of
eliminating 4th of July Fireworks and
Library hours, among other services. It
should be noted, though, that the cur-
rent Council did not accept the recom-
mendation of the then Town Manager
to completely eliminate these contribu-
tions to agencies.

| will gladly work with any of these
non-pro ts to assist them with secur-
ing grants. | will gladly consider in-
creases in these contributions for the
FY'08 Budget if there is any scal
room to do so. | will not guarantee any
level of funding for them from the town
next year because | will not foreclose
any options at this time that might be
needed to bene t our primary responsi-
bilities later.

Our Comprehensive Plan
establishes the creation of Affordable
Housing as a goal, and it also outlines
the process by which we will achieve
that goal.

For example, the Post Road Devel-
opment Plan includes provision for Af-
fordable Housing Units. | strongly
support this initiative because the Post
Road corridor offers access to both

sanitary sewer service and mass trans-

portation. These are two key com-
ponents needed before higher density
Affordable Housing can be successful.
The Post Road Plan also draws from
New Urbanism ideas to integrate the
proposed Affordable units with those at
market price. This feature will encour-
age diversity in the new neighborhoods
we create.

Even this is not enough. Unless we
do more planning and execution we run
the risk of eliminating our young fam-
ilies and our seniors from the mix here
in NK. So an aggressive Affordable
Housing program does much more than
just assist our low income segment, it
promotes Community in our town, not
just Jurisdiction.

Anthony Miccolis: As a mem-
ber of our town's Affordable
Housing Task Force, | have
been working with my col-
leagues on the development and im-
plementation of a plan to address this
very serious issue. On a positive note,
North Kingstown is the leader among
towns in South County with respect to
the 10 percent goal of affordable hous-
ing stock, at just over 8 percent. How-
ever, we need to and must do more.
We need to make sure that those who

work in our community have an oppor-
tunity to live here. Having just expe-
rienced the hottest housing market in
recent history, we need to address this
issue head-on and nd ways and areas
where affordable housing works.

John Patterson: The Town

Council has approved an Af-

fordable Housing Plan that ad-

dresses the lack of such hous-
ing in North Kingstown. While the
Town has more AH than any other town
in South County by far (over 8% of
the State mandated target of 10%), we
must move forward aggressively to as-
sure that more and more Affordable
Housing is made available. Is 10%
enough?

Shelagh McGowan: North

Kingstown currently reports 8%

affordable housing, below the

10% goal but still higher than
surrounding communities. | believe
we should continue to work toward the
10% goal, with particular focus on the
Post Road corridor.

Dorman Hayes: Due to the

former Naval Air Station, the

Town is blessed with more fed-

erally nanced housing than
many othe towns in Rhode Island.
However, | feel that the Town should be
ready to excercise a right of rstrefusal
and the rights of eminent domain,if
necessary, to continue this funding.
This candidate would also suppport
a Town Housing Authorit and rent
controls, if necessory, to ensure con-
tinued low income housing in North
Kingstown.

Mark Tripp: It is my under-
standing that the State requires
10% and that we are at about
8.5%. Obviously, when we are
this close, we should be able to com-
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plete the task. It has to be brought
into compliance, and it will be if | am
elected.

Ed Cooney: The town has 843

units that qualify as affordable

with 205 units needed to meet

the 10% threshold established
by state legislation. Good but not good
enough!

at the same time that the Town Council caps school expendituresThe fund balance has been created
by excess tax collections that theoretically are designated in parbf the school. If elected, do you propose to
change this? (James M. Halley, Superintendent of Schools)

Bill Gilbert: For many years
our Town Council has be plac-
ing unspent funds from the pre-
vious budget year into various
capitol and rainy day reserve funds.
This practice was intended as a method
to accrue funds to pay for small capi-
tol projects or to cover emergencies like
a broken boiler. It is also true that the
Town Council has tapped these funds
to pay for operational expenses, so to
appear as having stayed within their
promised cap. Dr. Halley is correct on
this one, technically the surplus funds
from the school committee budget that
have been placed in these funds should
be used for school spending.
| would change this practice and ac-
count for all unspent funds from the
previous year as an offset for the next
upcoming budget cycle. For example,
if the 2007-2008 budget is for $50 mil-
lion and we end the year with $1 mil-
lion unspent surplus, the budget should
be reduced by the surplus on hand. This
practice is more transparent and hon-
est and reduces the temptation to raid
our reserve funds. The funding of our
reserve, capitol improvement and rainy
day funds should be done though their
own line item in the budget.

Shelagh McGowan:No.

Anthony Miccolis: The Super-
intendent of Schools has asked
this question in various ways
over the past four years. Each
time the Council has provided the same
answer. Fund balances are the funds re-
maining at year-end from all revenues
— not just tax dollars — received in
a scal year in excess of expenditures.
These funds accumulate from year to
year on the Town's books. The Council
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does not use money from the fund bal-
ance to “underwrite” town expenses.

A healthy fund balance is a criti-
cal measurement by which the nancial
health of a community is determined by
the bond market. As of June 30th, the
fund balance stood at $8.475 million or
approximately 13% of FY06 revenues.
That is still below the Moody's me-
dian for municipalities comparable to
North Kingstown with an "Aa3' bond
rating, which was 16.9% in 2005. In
addition, one year of debt service pay-
ments equals $5,233,673. If the vot-
ers approve the upcoming bond refer-
enda, our debt service will increase by
approximately $105,000 for each mil-
lion borrowed.

Our current fund balance policy calls
for a 5% fund balance. This policy was
adopted in 1996, when we had a lower
bond rating and our fund balance had
been depleted to almost nothing. It is
time for the policy to be updated.

John Patterson: The com-

ments about the fund balance

are incorrect. The Town Coun-

cil had imposed a cap on both
School Department and Municipal ex-
penses. One might ask why the
School Department does not account
for "breakage” gures in its proposed
budget to the School Committee. If re-
elected to the Town Council, | will re-
view all fund balances.

Mark Zaccaria: The question
confuses sources of funding for
a budget with the maximum al-
lowable spending authorized in
that budget. The Undesignated Fund
balance maintained on our municipal
books is an account designed to hold
not just excess tax collections but also
donations, certain grants, fees, and
a number of other items of income.

Think of it as a bank account where
money from speci ed sources is stored.

Using that money is quite a different
matter.

The Expenditure Cap that the Town
Council has recently imposed as a
means of controlling property taxes is
a limit on spending money that comes
from all sources. The Town Council
has imposed the same cap on municipal
operations that it has on the School De-
partment. In the case of schools their
much larger base budget means their
percentage of annual growth results in
many more dollars available to them
than become available on the municipal
side.

Whether or not an Expenditure Cap
will continue to be the best method of
controlling property tax growth in the
next budget, you can be sure | will vote
for some kind of curb to achieve that
end. | do not envision voting to elim-
inate the Undesignated Fund and even
if 1 did its money would have to be
stored in some other fund with some
other name.

Total available expenditures for next
year's NK Budget is a matter of critical
importance. The name of the account
under which we store that money be-
fore spending it is not.

Erin Carroll: The fund balance
for a community like North
Kingstown acts as a bellwether
to the nancial markets that the
community depends on for funding
of projects, including school projects.
This balance and how it is maintained
will directly affect those borrowings
and, therefore, the cost to the commu-
nity. The maintenance and strength of
the town fund directly affects the town
and the school department.
Dr. Halley, the simple argument
that more dollars should be directed
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to the school department fundamentally
misses the point. The nancial well-
being of our entire town relies in part
upon the responsible maintenance of
the town fund. To ask for a blind re-
distribution of funds without any rea-
son why these funds are needed by the
school department is mere prioritiza-
tion of one community aspect over the
others. Instead, | vow to give all needs
of the community equal consideration
and to distribute funding based on the
need for the funds, the amount of fund-
ing required, and the ability of the town
to grant these funds. Dr. Halley should
make the argument for the educational
need rst, then seek the funding to sup-
port it rather than funding rst, need
second.

Dorman Hayes: This candi-
date would not support an ar-
birarry cap on shool funding.

Mark Tripp: No answer.

Ed Cooney: This question is

confusing apples with oranges.

The town using the fund bal-

ance simply contains the tax
rate increase. The expenditure cap for
spending for town and school is not
in uenced one bit by whether we use
fund balance or not.

Steve Campo:At the end of

every year, if there is a budget

surplus it should be returned to

the taxpayers. It can be used
to lower the tax burden the following
year.

What actions would you take to implement a fairer basis for determinirg Real Estate Taxes for individual
as well as commercial properties in North Kingstown? (Ed Rawlings, 2 thers)

Anthony Miccolis: It is no se-

cret that taxes across the state

are growing faster than individ-

ual incomes. It is also clear
that the property tax system, as it is
presently structured, it not a fair way
for local governments to raise revenue.

The North Kingstown Town Coun-

cil has taken the lead on advocating
for a proactive, comprehensive plan for
property tax reform. This proposal,
based on the RIGHT plan, has been
shared with the Town's representatives
in the General Assembly for hopeful
implementation. While the Council is
doing everything it can to hold the line
on spending, tax reform has to come
from the state legislature.

Mark Zaccaria: Throughout

the term now coming to a close

I have championed the Right-

Tax proposal to reform the way
we compute property tax bills. My
colleagues on the current Council have
concurred and we have unanimously
passed a resolution urging the state leg-
islature to grant us authority to imple-
ment this system.

Putting RightTax into place would al-

low property tax payers to accurately

forecast their upcoming liabilities in
this area. It would gradually, organi-
cally increase the town's income and do
S0 as new members of our community
opted in voluntarily. Finally RightTax
would give our longest term residents a
potentially favorable position on prop-
erty tax increases. It's a natural break
for senior citizens.

In the last legislative session a bal-
anced bill was introduced to allow in-
dividual towns to use this approach if
they chose to. That bill was buried
almost as soon as it arrived on Smith
Hill. In the next session | plan to be
much more aggressive in working to-
wards getting that bill on the oor for a
vote.

Commercial properties should be
taxed in direct relation to their value
as money-making assets. | believe a
previous Town Council made a mis-
take when it voted to use a single Per-
Thousand Rate for all properties in
town. In the upcoming re-evaluation
I will urge the Council to reconsider
Classi cation of the Tax rate so that
commercial properties can again con-
tribute at approximately the levels they
did four years ago.
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Mark Tripp: Again, this is

why the proper development at

Quonset is so important. The

basis for the determination of
real estate taxes has to be looked at
closely and should be changed. We
have to nd a better way to determine
taxes than utilize overly high and in-
ated property values. At the last re-
evaluation, the brunt of the tax liability
switched to the homeowner because of
these in ated values. Many businesses,
including the large ones, actually ended
up paying lower taxes, sometimes by
thousands. We have to work to nd a
fairer way. This could include lowering
the rate per thousand dollars of value in
certain instances and situations, and if
certain criteria are met. | have to admit
that there is a lot to look at here, and
this is why input from the people is so
important

John Patterson: The Town
Council has passed a resolu-
tion asking the General Assem-
bly to consider a fairer way
on which to base Real Estate taxes.
We were one of the rst towns in
the State to do so. Since, ultimately,
it is the General Assembly that must
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change laws in this regard, we will

continue to advocate and lobby for the
change. During the last legislative ses-
sion we supported speci c legislation

that would have begun the process. If
reelected, | will continue to advocate

strongly for change in the future as will

other Council Members I'm sure.

Erin Carroll: | support Harvey

Shelagh McGowan: | support
the proportional system advo-
cated by Dr. Waxman and
Counselor Mark Zaccaria.

Dorman Hayes: During the
colonial era, when our econ-
omy had an agricultural base,
property was used in every
possable way to produce income. To-
day, much of it is unused, many
landowners generate no income from

their property, while others have log-
ging trucks comming in every Win-

ter. Should these owners pay the same

property taxes? Changing this would
involve an educational effort , as well
as restructuring the way we collect
property taxes.

Ed Cooney: | wiil continue to

advocate for implementing Dr.

Waxman's R.I.G.H.T plan for

property taxes. Simply put, the
plan does away with the current evalu-
ation system. Full revaluation only oc-
curs when the property is bought ans
sold.

Steve Campo:This is a com-
plicated issue. The problem
is in the way we assess prop-
erty values. The town council
should look further into this matter. To
implement a fairer basis for determin-
ing real estate tax will take many dis-
cussions and creative ideas. The entire
state is struggling to address this mat-
ter. We need to think outside the box.

Ted Whittaker: One only has

to refer to the Waxman plan

to address the fairness of Real

Mark Tripp: Senior residents
of this town need a break.
Many can no longer afford to
live here. If there ever was a
time or place for “discounts' this is it.
They pay the high taxes and utilize lit-
tle of the services. The point about
not having children in school is well
taken and would certainly be a rea-
son we should look into a discount or
higher tax rate at the point the prop-
erty changes hands or is sold, and in

the meantime reduce the taxes of the se-

niors.

Steve Campo:Our senior resi-

dents who not have children in

the school system are our most

valuable resource. We should
give them a tax freeze based on their
age and time lived in town. Our se-
niors place little to no stress on the sys-
tem.

Since the sustained rise
in the market value of residential prop-
erty has not been re ected in a simi-
lar rise in commercial buildings there
has been a shift in tax burden towards
homeowners. When the tax rate deci-
sion was made at the last reval, a num-

ber of large commercial establishments
saw their tax bills cut by almost 50%.
At the same time we lost potential rev-
enue from Payments In Lieu Of Taxes,
or PILOT's, that would have come from
leased commercial properties at Quon-
set. | believe this next reval is our op-
portunity to correct that inequity.

No one favors unfair burdens. As
such, we should not react so greatly
with the upcoming classi cation of the
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tax rolls that we unfairly restrain trade

in town. | believe that classi ed rates

for commercial properties should re-
turn their property tax bills to levels at

or near where they were before the big
discount the town afforded them at the
last reval.

We have to balance the impact of
taxes on our local rms with that of all
other expenses that make up the busi-
ness environment here in town. In do-

some sort of classi cation of the

tax rolls. Howevere, we must
tread cautiously and understand the im-
pact on our important small business
community.
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Steve Campo:There must be

a level playing eld when de-

termining real estate taxes for

both residential and commer-
cial properties. Home Depot's taxes
went down while many residential
owners had to pay more. Why is this?
This is a good question for the current
town council!

Ted Whittaker: No answer.

Bill Gilbert: A split tax rate or

a “Classi ed Tax” where com-

mercial properties are taxed at

one rate and residential prop-
erties at another is not new or novel.
The tax reduction Dr. Halley mentions
was not a result of not having a split
rate, neither does having one guaran-
tee that some properties will not see tax
reductions while others feel increases.
Whether a property's tax increases, de-
creases or stays the same is a function
of the distribution of taxes throughout
the town as a whole and is too detailed
to discuss in 250 words.

A split tax rate works well in towns
like Warwick where the businesses
enjoy large volumes of trafc and
friendlier zoning regulations that let
businesses enjoy greater intensity of
uses, like Route 2. These greater traf-
¢ counts and intensity of uses offset
the higher tax rates that businesses pay
compared to their residential counter-
parts. North Kingstown does not of-
fer these enhancements, traf c counts
or intensity of uses to offset higher tax
rates. Our town already has a reputa-
tion for being anti-business. | do not
agree that we should further burden our
local merchants. We need to foster our
business community and energize our

economic base, not sti e it.

Anthony Miccolis: Not too

long ago, we had a sys-

tem where property revalua-

tions were done every 10 years
and we saw astronomical spikes in the
values of residential homes. Today, we
have a system where we do this every
three years to help keep us closer to
the actual market values of each home.
One of the key issues in all of this is
having an appraisal company that gives
the residents of our town a “fair and ac-
curate' valuation.

The popular appeal of creating a
“two-tiered' tax system, with a com-
mercial tax and a residential tax, is
that — all things being equal — it
would ease the property tax burden on
homeowners by shifting it to the busi-
nesses. Let's keep in mind, however,
that those businesses are more than a
revenue source — they are part of the
fabric of the community and provide a
livelihood for many of our town's fam-
ilies. The town's business climate is
crucial, and any such plan would have
to be evaluated in terms of the revenue
and jobs that might be lost if businesses
either closed or chose to locate else-
where because of changes in the tax
system.

John Patterson: Classica-

tion of the roll or dividing the

tax rolls is something that al-

ways needs to be looked into
given the fact that over time more and
more of the value and therefore the
taxes have fallen on the shoulders of
home owners. It makes no sense to
me that some large businesses in town
saw their tax bills decrease by sizeable
amounts.

budget and services, like its

members, are evolving entities,

subject to constant change and
adaptation. As such, there is no one
balance, no perfect budget that will for-
ever address the needs of the commu-
nity. What was the appropriate bal-
ance last year may not be so this year
and will almost surely not be so next
year. Therefore, the budget needs con-
stant review, a fresh pair of eyes to help
determine how it should adapt to the
changing community.

Without passing judgment on deci-
sions made prior to my involvement,
| would simply say that | will apply
the same test | have described before:
Is the service necessary? What is the
cost? Can we afford it? Is there any
way to provide the service at a lesser
expense or by nding another source of
funding?

Shelagh McGowan: | believe
our level of services com-
pares favorably with surround-
ing communities.

Mark Tripp: | believe the

Forward thinking man-
agers would look for ways to consoli-
date and regionalize services with other
willing communities. We need forward
thinking managers.

Ed Cooney:Is it a perfect bal-

ance? No. However, for NK

to maintain a reasonable bal-

ance in the future we must ex-
pand our commercial tax base through
a proactive partnership with the QDC
and ahve uncompromising focus on s-
cal tness and improving the ef ciency
of how we deliver services.

Steve Campo:No, because our

taxes keep going up and we
don't get the requisite services
that we pay for.

Bill Gilbert: Let me add a few
more of the cuts to the list pre-
sented in the question. We have
failed to Il oating positions at
the re station, we have failed to main-
tain our water infrastructure, we have
postponed the resurfacing of numerous
miles of highways, and we have closed
a school, then reopened it, then closed

Anthony Miccolis: Without
question, all budget cuts are
difcult. The Town's Recre-
ation Department provides rst
class recreation services to thousands
of our residents. In addition, the Town
owns a beautiful 18-hole public golf
course located at the Quonset Busi-
ness Park that continues to be one of
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the best courses in Rhode Island. The
Town greatly bene ts from having this
golf course as it generates much needed
revenue, which helps to offset our re-
liance on the property tax. However,
as elected of cials we are charged with
making tough budget decisions. The
overwhelming message from town res-
idents has been to rein in spending,
make dif cult scal choices, and do
what we can to hold the line on taxes.
To that end, | have worked with my
colleagues to look at ways where we
can reduce spending and nd other ar-
eas and ways to lessen our reliance on
property taxes.

Dorman Hayes: This candi-

date would work to restore

recreational and other quality

of life programs, especially
those that serve our chlidren.

Ted Whittaker: | feel that the

Town Council has done its best

to try to keep the right bal-

ance between cutting funding
and preserving the quality of services.
I'm sure no Town Council candidate
would advocate cutting programs but
the bottom line of the budget dictates
the services rendered to our commu-
nity.

John Patterson: One of the
things that the Town Council
has not done as well as it might
is to set priorities when con-
sidering budget cuts that need to be
made. For example, cutting services
and/or increasing fees across the board
may not be the most effective way to go
about balancing the budget. The Town
offers an array of services that com-
pares quite favorably with neighboring
towns. What | would like to see is a
comparative analysis of fees and ser-
vices provided by neighboring towns
and municipalities of equal size else-
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where in the state. Then | can better
answer the question as to "... (whether)
the Town has achieved the right balance
between cutting funding and preserv-
ing the quality of services ... in North
Kingstown. Another important aspect
of this topic has to do with making sure
that lower-income families and individ-
uals can be afforded opportunities to
enjoy the variety of town services and
programs.

these problems.

Dorman Hayes:We all have a

right to drink clean. uncontam-

inated water. Not sure how this

could be achieved. | also be-
lieve that we all have a right to breath
clean, uncontaminated air and would
support ordinances insuring the same,
especially for our children.

Mark Tripp: This is another
example of poor planning and
action. This problem has been
around for years and did not
just come up ten minutes ago. Years
ago, when the infrastructure should
have been invested in, and repairs
should have been addressed, they were
not. Itis shameful that it was allowed to
get to the point where the State had to
order us to chlorinate the water. Due to
this lack of attention over the years, we
have gone from award winning water in
1974, to what we have today. Appar-
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ently, the council members over these
many years thought there were more
important matters to deal with. There
weren t. Itis unacceptable and inexcus-
able. We have to x the problem, and
X it now. We need to maintain the in-
frastructure and keep this travesty from
happening again. This is a quality of
life issue and can not be placed on the
back burner. You can xitfor alot now,
or even more later.

Ed Cooney: Our water deliv-
ery system has problems. Your
are right the water underground
is not the problem. Part of the
infrastructure needs replacement and a
clear cogent plan to do so must be done.
Water is a vital natural resource
which we tend to take for granted. Ad-
ditionally, the infrastructure investment
required is complicated and signi cant.
| would suggest we form a “Water
Supply Board” to work closely with
the water department to vett issues,
challenges and policy matters of water.
This would function in same manner as
“Leisure Services Committee” and be
advisory to the council.

Ted Whittaker: Yes, | am very
aware of the chlorinated water
problem because it affects my
family. We dislike the chlo-
rinated water so much we have been
buying bottled water to drink since the
chlorination began. When | shower in
the morning it smells like a highly chlo-
rinated swimming pool. It is true that
our water is the nest in the state but
the distribution system is more than 40
years old in some areas. We must set
a long range plan to replace and main-
tain the distribution system. The instal-
lation of the new water tank will help
but we must start replacing the older in-
frastructure system immediately.

Bill Gilbert: The problem is
the infrastructure of our water
delivery system. The North
Kingstown Water Department
is operated as an enterprise fund. This
means that the water department is not
operated with funds derived from prop-
erty taxes. It is fully funded through a
use-based system, your water bill. The
more you use, the more you pay. This

department is actually pro table as its
revenues are greater than its expenses.
The Town Council has capped the ex-
penses of all town departments. This is
good to hold down property taxes, but

guarantee that North Kingstown resi-
dents are afforded safe, clean drinking
water, and the new Juniper Hill water
tank will be part of the answer. The
Town Council continues to assess the

the water department does not operate functionality of our water department

from property taxes. The Town Coun-

cil's management plan has resulted in
a department that cannot utilize its in-

creased revenues and funds for infras-
tructure maintenance, repair and im-
provements.

Furthermore, the Council chose the
less expensive method to decontami-
nate our water, chlorine. This choice
is accelerating pipe failures as chlorine
corrodes certain underground pipes.
This is why we need to elect better
managers. Don't pay enough now,
you'll just pay more later.

As one of your Town Councilmen, |
will push for an immediate engineering
study of our water infrastructure to en-
sure long-term viability of clean, safe
and uncontaminated water. | will also
require that we have a detailed preven-
tative maintenance schedule along with
a work plan to budget by.

Steve Campo:We need to in-

vest in our water infrastructure

and install an effective mainte-

nance program. Water is one of
our most precious resources.

and our water infrastructure. | regret
that the Rhode Island Department of
Health would not work with us to ex-

plore alternatives to chlorination, but |
will continue to look for solutions that

get us out from under this state man-
date.

John Patterson: The water

underground is a problem. We

must protect our aquifers since

they are the only source of wa-
ter that we have. Rank pollution would
be very serious. I'm not sure what is
meant by the "... problem is getting
the water to our homes.” If it means
that we've had boil water advisories
caused by problems in the water lines
then that's largely true. The Town tried
several times to solve the problem(s)
but in the end the RI Department of
Health ordered the disinfection of the
system. The late Councilwoman, Sue
Henseler, was a strong proponent for
the creation of a Water Commission to
provide oversight of the system. Per-
haps the Council should look at that
again.

Anthony Miccolis: Last year,
the residents of our town ex-
perienced the fourth boil water
advisory in the past ve years,
which was absolutely unacceptable. In
response, | called an emergency Town
Council meeting to share with residents
the latest news regarding this serious
matter, and to discuss the Town's ef-
forts to ensure that such an event did
not occur again. | will certainly con-
tinue to do everything in my power to

Mark Zaccaria: The problem
is being addressed, and | think
adequately, by the back- ow
protection program the NK Wa-
ter Department now has in progress.
That program will require that resi-
dential customers install check valves
on their service lines which will pre-
vent the snorkeling of air through open
faucets back into the mains when ex-
traordinary drawdowns, such as re hy-
drant use, create a reverse ow. ltisthe
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ora and fauna that naturally occur in
fresh air that have caused the bulk of
the bacteria problems we have experi-
enced in the past. In general these in-
stances of contamination were not a re-
sult of any problems with town stand-
pipes or other water system infrastruc-
ture.

The disinfectant program now under-
way was mandated by the state. If
it had been possible to delay or avoid
the implementation of this program the
Town Council would have done so. It
was not. Disinfection is here to stay
and will someday expand to include
the so-called High Service Area in the
southern part of town.

What may change, however, is the
method of disinfection. Today we
use the traditional process that is com-
monly called Chlorination. Many ob-
jections have been registered to the
taste induced and there is some ques-
tion as to the long term impact on pipes
as well as appliances. There are newer,
high tech methods that might eliminate
these problems. The Water Department
is evaluating them and if | have any-
thing to say about it the Town Council
will consider them when viable.

Erin Carroll: As a resident of

the area that has had its water

chlorinated, 1 am of two minds.

Firstly, | am very pleased that
we have not had 'boil water' require-
ments since the chlorination was be-
gun. Second, | think we have water
quality issues that must be addressed.

Mark Zaccaria: As noted
above, the most dramatic differ-
ence of opinion I've had with
the rest of my colleagues this
term has been over the issue of Recall.
As | stated publicly and in writing, |
do not believe that a town as small
and closely knit as ours needs a for-
mal recall process, over and above that
previously in place having to do with
criminal or unbalanced behavior.
Implementing Recall subtly lessens
the permanence of the votes we all cast.
It gives us an out that | believe we
should not be thinking about when we
choose among candidates for a town
ofce. | urge all citizens of North
Kingstown to vote like they meant it.
Another drawback to the recall pro-
cess is the distraction it provides not
only to the object of the action but also
to the rest of the board he or she sits
on. | can easily envision an acrimo-
nious recall process cutting deeply into
the productivity of the TC or SC trying

to conduct normal business while it is
in progress.

In the end, it was clear that a major-
ity on the Council wanted some form of
Recall. It was also clear that although |
might have caused a stalemate by vot-
ing NO to both measures, | had a re-
sponsibility to the town to re ect the
will of my constituents rather than ob-
struct it. That's why | chose the lesser
of the two bad options and voted for it,
at length.

Anthony Miccolis: | am proud

As a candidate for Town Coun-

cil, there are several ordinances that |

would like to propose.

An ordinance prohibiting the sale
of all alcoholic beverages in North
Kingstown. Following the onset of
National Prohibition in July, 1919,
within 6 months the prison popula-

tions of many cities and states had
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decreased by 50% to 75%. This was
not only a savings in tax dollars but
in lives, families and the well being
of communities.

An ordinance prohibiting anyone
from driving a motor vehicle with
a blood alcohol level above .02%.
This is the allowable level in Swe-
den and Norway. Most European
countries have BAC levels of .05%.
Many other countries have BAC lev-
els of .00%. Here in Rhode Island
we have the highest BAC level in
the world. We also have the highest
drunk driving statistics in the world.
Some think we are the Drunk Driv-
ing Capitol of the world. This needs
to change.

An ordinance prohibiting anyone
transporting a child to have a BAC
above .00%. One of the major causes
of child mortality is that of children
being transported by an adult under
the in uence of alcohol. This often
occurs when a parent with custody
rights has an alcohol or drug abuse
problem. Unfortunaatly, we do not
have federal or state laws prohibiting
parents with alcohol or drug prob-
lems from having custody rights.

An ordinance giving every child the
right to breath clean, fresh air in
their homes, when they are being
transported in a motor vehicle and
in all workplaces and public places
in North Kingstown. Second hand
smoke is a form of child abuse and
Child Endangerment that no child
should have to put up with.

An ordinance prohibiting any one
from smoking any substance in
any multi-family housing in North
Kingstown. When someone smokes
in an apartment building, everyone
else has to smoke, whether they want
to or not. Second hand snoke is a
Class A carcinogen. No one needs
it.

An ordinance prohibiting anyone
from smoking in any facility that is
the residance of a dog, cat, bird or
other member of the animal commu-
nity. The following are excerts from
a press release from Tufts Univer-
sity School of Veterinary Medicine
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in August of 2002.

“North Grafton, Mass., August 6,
2002. Cats living in homes where
people smoke cigarettes are more
than twice as likely to acquire a
deadly form of cancer known as fe-
line lymphoma, according to a rst-
of-its kind study in cats conducted
by scientists at Tufts University
School of Veterinary Medicine and
the University of Massachusetts.”

This report continues. “We be-
lieve that feline exposure patterns to
environmental tobacco smoke may
mimic those of young children living
in households where adults smoke
and where children inhale tobacco
smoke or ingest particulate mat-
ter by mouthing contaminated ob-
jects” said Elizabeth R. Bertone,
ScD, Department of Biostatistics
and Epidemiology, University of
Massachusetts at Amherst.

An epidemiologist and lead au-
thor of the study, Bertone added
“Our ndings offer another reason
for smokers living with pets and chil-
dren to try to “kick the habit.' Quit-
ting smoking will not only reduce
their risk of cancer, heart disease and
diabetes, but may reduce the risk of
cancer in their children and pets as
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well.”

An ordinance prohibiting all Rhode
Island Lottery sales in North
Kingstown. | would like to submit

several exerpts from “An Alabama
Lottery: Theft By Consent” by Dr.

John R. Hill. Dr. Hill is the Research
Director of the Alabama Policy In-
stitute. From Dr. Hill's concluding

remarks:

“The dollars generated by a state-
sponsored lottery come at a high
price. By targeting the poor
with glitzy, oversimpli ed ads and
around-the-clock ticket availability,
lotteries sap vital dollars from the
poor, perpetuating the desperation in
low-income communities. As a re-
sult, the biggest winners in states
with lotteries are those who never
play the game and reap the bene ts
of lower taxes, more affordable edu-
cation, or both.

When lotteries are legalized, the
number of problem and pathologi-
cal gamblers increases dramatically.
Crime also increases as gambling
addicts seek more money to bet on
the lottery. Hundreds of millions of
dollars in social and economic costs
are lost annually as a result of prob-
lem and pathological gamblers.

In addition to the dollars lost to
gambling, problem and pathologi-
cal gamblers destroy their families
and themselves. Gambling addicts
often abuse their spouses and their
children, abuse alcohol or drugs,
lose their jobs, and attempt suicide
with far greater frequency than non-
gamblers.

Government exists to serve and
protect the people. Instead of work-
ing in the interest of their citizens,
state governments that run lotter-
ies exploit the greed, ignorance and
gullibility of citizens to make as
much money as possible. In order
for government to win, its citizens
must forever lose.”

Finally, this candidate would also
like to see an ordinance prohibit-
ing any person using mariquana
for medical purposes from smoking
mariquana in any workplace, pub-
lic place, multi-family housing or in
any home, motor vehicle or any othe
place where there is a child under 18
years of age. Unfortunatly, our Gen-
eral Assembly has been unable to do
this. Need | say more?
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
